Chapter 9: Oak All the Way to the Core

Living a life of congruence means you are the same person regardless of the situation. A
person living in congruence eats, talks, acts, and is the same independent of who he or
she is with.

Which is congruent, a solid piece of oak wood or a piece of oak plywood? Why?

Read the following scriptures: Romans 12:2, Hebrews 4:12, Hebrews 12:1-3, James
1:25, Psalm 119:165. Does the standard for congruence matter? If you are congruent
with the world’s standards what will happen? If you are congruent with God’s standards
what will happen?

Living a life that is congruent with God’s desires results in peace. Why?

Incongruence is being different depending on the situation. Incongruence with God’s
desires creates stress. Why?

If you wish to be congruent with God'’s desires what must you know? What role does the
Bible play in creating congruence with God’s desires?

Read Jer. 29:13-14, Luke 11:9, Acts 17:27, Mark 12:29-30. What do these passages
about God’s desires for you to seek and know Him? What role does reading the Bible
play in knowing God and his will?

Read Rev. 3:20. Why is Jesus knocking on the door? What must you do to let Jesus in
your house?

Read Mark 6:4-5. Why could Jesus not do any miracles in this place? What happens in
your life when you do not believe and trust in the promises that God makes in the Bible?
Read Hebrews 4:12 and Proverbs 25:4 and Isaiah 1:25. What role does the Bible play in
removing dross from your life?
